And I had lost Gloria. Gloria Bohème, 
who had looked after me ever since 
my mother’s death. I was free with her, 
despite the war, despite the borders, 
despite poverty and fear. I missed her 
terribly, but I held onto the hope that 
one day I would find this kind-hearted 
woman who brightened my life again.”
