Archives Department in New York... The book also received support from the 

Foundation for the Memory of the Shoah.

A necessary work. A duty of remembrance that continues for new generations.

Jérémie Dres studied visual didactics for three years at the Strasbourg School 
of Decorative Arts. Since 2007, he has worked as a freelancer in the fields of 
multimedia, graphic design, and illustration. In addition to his comic book projects, 
Jérémie Dres works in the field of Digital Art through installations and performances. 
He notably exhibited in 2010 at the «Digital Art Today» festival at Le Cube and at 
the Nuit Blanche in Metz. Jérémie Dres set out with his brother to trace the steps 
of their grandmother, a Jewish woman from Warsaw.
